 T High crest distance ≥ 22 mm, flush area 
 surrounding the bore hole: ≥ 20 mm 

 T High bead radius for corrugated sheet metal: 
r = 22 - 45 mm

The static verification of the component is auto-
matically calculated with the K2 Base planning 
software for the respective location.
